Classic. With these great conditions the Coyote will be a fun, challenging event.

During the nearly twenty years we 've done the Coyote weve perfected Friday’s Super-G courses. Our pre-
ferred course takes advantage of Black Fox, Rocky Ridge, and Horizon. We’ll plan on the same course for
‘10. Saturday’s GS is a two run, top-to-bottom race that tests the legs. It’s a fun, challenge for all skiers.
Sunday’s Slalom will use the Flying Squirrel start.

This year the Coyote Classic will again act as a fundraiser for the MSS&ST. In recognition the MSS&ST
has generously offered to act as gate keepers this year. Thank you.

The Coyote Classic will continue to have a combined award. The results of the Super-G and Slalom will be
used to determine a combined award. The Coyote Combined Award will recognize the skier’s abilities in
both speed and technical events.

Previous year’s weather reminds us to manage ski racing to match the weather and snow conditions. If
conditions are not optimal for the scheduled race we will change the event to accomodate conditions and
enhance racer safety. We will strive to advise you of changes 12 hours prior to race start. You may call
our snow phone at 530 926-5555, or The Fifth Season for event confirmations or changes. On a similar
note, if conditions deteriorate after the first run, which make a second run unsafe, we will use the first run
times to determine race results.

The dinner is on Saturday, Febru-
ary 27, 6PM at the Mt Shasta Community Center. This year’s theme celebrates Mt Shasta’s rich history
of skiing.
